Course Overview

The TTPOA and the Corpus Christi SWAT Team will be hosting a 60 hr/6 day Basic Law Enforcement Sniper Certification
Course November 18th thru 22ndin Corpus Christi, Texas.

Overall Course Description

general knowledge of material as it pertains to LE precision marksmanship. The student can also expect to learn several
basic and advanced skills including:

Long distance shooting (Up to 500 yards)

Course will entail physical activity as part of the drills so students
should be in above-average physical condition. There is no PT Test for the course but the students are expect to be in
good physical condition to complete the course and shooting qualifications.
