Fundamentals Covered During CQB Course:

Duties and responsibilities of the assault cell, duties and responsibilities of the 1,2,3, and 4 men, actions upon entry for
the 1 man, room clearing techniques for multiple rooms, opposing threats, breaching techniques if applicable, hallway
procedures, intersection procedures, foyer procedures, stairwell procedures, priorities of work inside a room,
contingencies in a CQB environment, shooting and moving and how it applies to CQB. HR specific TTPs, multi team entry
crisis action planning.
